• Rubber gasket must be seated properly on valve face.
• Do not install a valve or regulator that has been dropped.

Procedure for conversion:
1. Turn off power to module and valve by unplugging 3V 

transformer from junction box.
2. Turn off gas to valve.  Red gas shutoff knob is located 

on ball valve.
3. Remove the logs, grate, basepan, lava rock and optional 

refractory from the unit.
4. Using a #20 tamper-proof Torx screwdriver, remove 

the regulator and rubber gasket on face of valve (see 
Figure 1). Discard both the regulator and gasket.

5. Install the rubber gasket and new regulator included in 
the conversion kit. Be sure the gasket is seated properly 
as shown in Figure 1.

6. If the pilot is attached to the burner, bend the two pilot 
bracket tabs toward the fi rebox.  Remove the screw 
holding the pilot in position. Slide the pilot to the right and 
the back, freeing it from the pilot bracket and burner.

7. Remove burner by removing the screw on the left burner 
leg. Slide the burner to the left and remove it from the 
fi replace making sure not to pull the pilot with it. 

8.  Replace existing burner orifi ce with burner orifi ce in-
cluded in this kit.  See Appliance Specifi cation chart on 
page 3 for appropriate orifi ce size for each gas type.

9. Unscrew the pilot tube fi tting on the pilot and replace 
the orifi ce spud with the one included in the conversion 
kit.  See Figure 2.
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Shock or burn risk.
• Disconnect green wire from gas valve.
Failure to disconnect green wire could result in 
severe burns.

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15. Turn on fi replace with the green wire disconnected 
from the valve.  Note that only the pilot will ignite with 
the green wire disconnected.

16. Use a commercially available, non-corrosive leak 
check solution to test for leaks around the pilot. Be 
sure to rinse off all leak check solution following 
testing. See Figure 2 for leak check points. 
Extinguish the pilot.

17. Adjust shutter gap on burner.  See  Appliance 
Specifi cation charts on page 3 for appropriate orifi ce 
size and shutter settings for each gas type.  

18. Reinstall burner by sliding to right to engage orifi ce, 
and reinstalling screw on left leg of burner.  Bend the 
tabs back to the original position.

19. Reinstall green wire on valve.
20.  Turn fi replace on and use a commercially available, 

non-corrosive leak check solution to test for leaks 
around the valve regulator.  Shut down appliance.  
Be sure to rinse off all leak check solution following 
testing.  

21. Replace the optional refractory, grate and reinstall 
the logs by following the log placement instructions.

22. Reinstall the glass.
23. Turn on fi replace to check for proper burner fl ame pattern.
24. Verify that both pilot and burner go out when the 

green wire and orange wire are disconnected from 
gas valve.

25. Verify that the signed and dated conversion plate has 
been added to appliance.

26. Reinstall the louvers or decorative front.

(Used in assembly
with 2-sided hood).

Note: Appearance of 
pilot may vary.

Note: The qualifi ed service agency installing this conversion 
must enter the day, month, and year, and sign the propane 
conversion plate added to this appliance.

Verify the performance of the ignition system.
1. Verify pilot sparks, pilot lights, pilot stops sparking, 

and  the main burner turns “ON”
2. Turn fi replace OFF.  Verify that the both the pilot and 

burner turn “OFF”.
3. Repeat Step 1 above.
4. With burner “ON”, remove green wire connected to 

valve. The main burner should shut “OFF”.
5. Reattach green wire to valve, and the main burner 

should turn back “ON”.
6. With the main burner “ON”, remove orange wire 

connected to the valve. The pilot and burner should go 
out, and the pilot will start to spark.

7. Turn fi replace “OFF” and reattach orange wire to valve.

NOTE: Observe the difference in shape and size of pilot 
orifi ce spuds provided with kit. Replace orifi ce with one that 
is same shape.

12. Unplug the green wire from valve.
13. Turn on power to module and valve by plugging in 3 

volt transformer to junction box. 
14.  Turn on gas to appliance using red gas shutoff knob  

located on ball valve.

10. Place the round label included with the conversion 
kit (NG or LP) over the existing round label (NG or 
LP) on the bottom base pan. Place the included gas 
conversion plate adjacent to the existing rating plate.

11. Reinstall pilot and burner.
