Natural Gas to Propane Conversion Instructions
Models: TWILIGHT-II-MOD, TWILIGHT-II-MDC

Conversion Instructions:

This conversion shall be installed by a qualified service
agency.

Any damaged valve components should not be installed.
If a valve or regulator has been dropped or appears to
have been modified, the valve or regulator should not be
installed.

» Burner Orifice

Procedure for conversion:
1. Turn off power to module and valve.

2. Turn off gas to valve.
3. Remove the media from the appliance.

4. Using a #20 tamper-proof Torx, remove the regulator
and rubber gasket on face of valve (see Figure 1). Dis-
card both the regulator and gasket.

5. Install the new regulator with the new rubber gasket
included in the conversion kit (see Figure 1).

6. Remove pilot shield as shown in Figure 2. Remove
the two screws that secure the pilot to the pilot bracket.
Remove three short screws that secure the pilot bracket
to the burner. Retain the three short screws for use in
reattaching pilot bracket later.

7. Remove the burner from the fireplace by removing
the four screws as shown in Figure 2. Slide burner as
shown in Figure 2. Lift burner up and out of appliance.
Replace the burner orifice with the one provided in the
kit.
