1). If the fireplace is already installed, please refer to fan
replacement section in your fireplace installation and
maintenance manual.

2). Unpack fan kit. The gaskets supplied with the kit are
only for fan replacement. Discard if not needed. Both the
RFKFID and RFKFIDECO Install the same way. Installa-
tion images show high output fans.

3). Remove all screws necessary to remove the Outer
Shell Back.

4). If installing the fans into a 30FID, remove the six
screws highlighted in Figure 4 and skip Step 5. If install-
ing the fans into a 34FID, proceed to Step 5.
